4. To confirm and sign the minutes of the previous meeting of the Monmouthshire Farm 
School Endowment Trust

5. MFSET Annual report for the year ended 31 March 2019 

The Trust received the Monmouthshire Farm School Endowment Trust Fund Annual Report 
2018/19 for consideration.

We noted the corrections to the list of Trustees, which will be amended going forward.

We heard that a mechanism is in place for the Trust to borrow from Monmouthshire County 
Council in order to maximise investments, and avoid penalties around cashing in investments.

With regards to the Roger Edwards Trust, there has been no comment and any investment is 
expected around January 2020.
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The Trust agreed that the Annual Report be forwarded to Audit Committee for approval.

It was also agreed 
that the list be sent to applicants as a guide of costs, with a request for further information 
where further funding was sought.
