Religious Education Regular Welsh assemblies, and subjects such as 
geography and religious education, provide good 
opportunities for pupils to learn about their own and 
others’ faiths and cultures. 
It meets the statutory requirements of the NC and 
the locally agreed syllabus for religious education. 

However, work in pupils’ books and teachers’ 
planning shows that mainstream pupils in key stage 2 
do not have full access to the national curriculum, for 
example in design technology, science, ICT and 
religious education. This means that the curriculum 
for these older pupils is too narrow and does not 
meet statutory requirements.
