1.1 - To seek consent for the disposal of a section of land to the sitting tenant for use as
garden land.

2.1 - That the disposal proceed following the agreement of terms with the purchaser to
purchase the land outlined red.

KEY ISSUES:

3.1 - The land outlined red has been leased to the owners of the adjoining property for a
number of years for use as an orchard/informal garden.

3.2 - Following a review of the Council’s land holdings in the area, it has been determined
that the Council would offer the current tenants the opportunity to purchase the land for
use as garden land.

3.3 - A valuation of the land has been undertaken by the Council and terms agreed on the
basis of this. The purchasers will also cover the Council’s Legal and Surveying costs
relating to the transaction.

3.4 - The sale documentation will include an overage clause in the Council’s standard form
enable the Council to share any increase in value should the land ever be redeveloped.

3.5 - The transaction will be subject to the purchasers obtaining planning permission for
change of use to garden land.
